BACKGROUND 

Following a public hearing on September 8, 2025, the Planning Commission did not 
vote to recommend approval to the Council to rezone the subject property (Parcel 
16-43269-000) from R-E Residential Estate to C-2 Local Commercial. The affirmative 
motion failed with 1 in favor and 6 not in favor. As stated in local ordinance, the 
applicant has a right to appeal this Planning Commission vote to the City Council 
within 30 days of the action taken. Mr. Jack Kehoe has chosen to appeal that 
decision and his letter to the Council is attached to this memo. The Staff Report is also 
attached directly after. Staff did not recommend approval of this request due to the 
intensity of all uses within C-2 in the new ordinance and current ordinance. The final 
attachment contains the approved minutes from the September 8, 2025 meeting. 

  
RECOMMENDATION 

The Planning Commission nor Staff are recommending approval of the C-2 zone.

(1)Summary of any reasons provided by the planning commission concerning the 
decision made in the case; 

The main reasons provided were steep grading of the current property and adjacent to 
residential. 

 
(2)Reasons the applicant of the appeal contends that the planning commission erred in 

its decision; 
This property falls under the Bella Vista’s 2040 plan for the village center: The City’s 
Comprehensive Plan states: A Village Center is intended to provide mid-scale and use 
intensity to serve the needs of the greater 
community, anchored by a core retail, service, or institutional use.   This property is 
directly across from commercial zoned C-2 and would be a great location for a 
restaurant or other mid scale commercial property. 
 
Across the street is C-2, two parcels over to the East, 633 W Lancashire, has been 
rezoned from residential to commercial as well even though it has residential on both 
sides, similar to the subject property. 
 
On the steep grade, we will simply be able to grade the property to make it less steep. 
 
Neighbors complained about having commercial development adjacent and the worry 
that it will diminish property value.  Residential property value is based on comparable 
sales.  A coffee shop may increase desirability for some buyers.  Rezone is simply the 
first step to then be able to discuss with developers best use for the property.   
 
Additionally, the city has code ordinances specifically for commercial adjacent to 
residential that have been put in place for this exact purpose to ensure harmony 
between commercial and residential. 
 

 
(3)Reasons the applicant of the appeal believes that the public health, safety, welfare, 
and morals would be better served if the planning commission's action were reversed;  

 
Bella Vista is in need of more coffee, food, and dining options.  There currently is very 
limited options for coffee in Bella Vista.  We would love to develop a coffee shop similar 
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to Onyx in Bentonville, Airship, or Meteor that would serve the community in Bella Vista.  
I have attached a rendering and stie plan we had created of the potential coffee shop.

This property is located in Bella Vista along the south side 

of Lancashire Boulevard near the intersection of Oak Hill 

Road and is located on Parcel #16-43269-000 (Lot 23 of 

the Mountain Springs Estate (3rd) Subdivision).

Request 
Per Sec. 109-40(c), the applicant is requesting to rezone 

their property from R-E, Residential Estate to C-2, Light/

Local Commercial to better serve the existing land uses 

surrounding this parcel.

Background
Per the most recently adopted Zoning Map, this parcel is 
zoned R-E, Residential Estate. The Zoning Map currently 
under final stages with the Council also shows this lot as R-
E, Residential Estate. Due to timing of the reform project, 
staff is recommending to consider the uses listed within 
the proposed C-2 Local Commercial as well as the 
current C-2 Light Commercial as the requested zone may 
no longer exist in the near future pending Council 
approval.   The parcel is currently surrounded by the 
following zoning districts: C-2, Light Commercial to the 
north and R-E, residential estate to the south, east, and 
west. Existing adjacent land uses include residential on 
both sides directly adjacent to the lot and commercial 
land uses to the north across the street. Further, the Master 
Street Plan depicts Lancashire as major arterial. The Future 
Land Use Plan shows this property to be within a future 
residential neighborhood. However, the Future Land Use 
Plan does provide a general overlay for a future village 
center having intense uses at the intersection of 340 and 
279 and feathering out near the edges of the node. The 
Village Center is intended to provide a mid-scale 
commercial activity center, that is limited to both scale 
and use intensity, to serve the needs of the greater 
community, such as core retail, service, or institutional use. 
These centers should be well connected to adjacent 
neighborhoods to promote walking or biking. Village 
Centers should also be supported by expanding housing 
types, small parks, civic open spaces that are promoted 
by the community. This area is not affected by the 
floodplain. It should be noted Staff finds the schedule of 
permitted uses for the requested zoning district to support 
the goals of the 2040 Comprehensive Plan such as retail 
centers, offices, clinics, and varied civic uses. However, 
existing uses of residential houses may not be compatible 
for C-2 due to its intensity of scheduled uses in both use 
charts. 

Public Comment
None at the time of this report.

Legal Notifications
Staff posted a public hearing notice in the Weekly Vista 

on August 20, 2025. The applicant sent the required 

certified mail on August 22, 2025. Staff will post a public 

hearing sign on site August 29,2025.

Recommendation
Based on the above analysis and the adjacent land uses, 
staff does not recommend a C-2 zoning of Light or Local 
Commercial.

Sec. 109-40 – Zoning Ordinance Amendments 

a) Authority. The city council shall have the authority to enact amendments to the text or map of this chapter in 

accordance with the provisions of this section. Such action may be initiated by the city council, on the 

recommendation of the planning commission or on petition from a property owner. Before action is taken in regard 

to any amendment of the ordinance, the planning commission or its staff, shall review the case and give a 

recommendation. However, nothing in this section shall be construed to limit the city council's authority to recall 

the ordinances and resolutions by a vote of the majority of the council. 

b) Guidelines for decision making. The city council may consider several recommendations and planning documents 

when attempting to make a decision on the granting of an amendment. Such guidelines may be derived from 

recommendations from the planning commission or the planning staff; use of provisions of the any existing, master 

street plan, land use plan, capital improvements plan, or community facilities plan; as well as any other document 

created to provide required public facilities necessary to protect the public interest. A disapproval by the city 

council of an amendment shall be final for one year and the same application may not be reinitiated until the 

expiration of that deadline. 

c) Procedure for amendments; property owners. 

1. Application. An application giving the legal description of the property involved and both the current and 

requested zoning classification for the property shall be submitted to the planning commission by the 

owner or his agent pursuant to the city development calendar. The petition shall also include a statement 

and diagram explaining why the proposed changes will not conflict with the surrounding land uses. The 

owner shall submit a complete written legal description of the property with the application. 

2. Public notification and hearing. The planning commission shall hold a public hearing on the 

proposed amendment. Public notification for property owner-initiated zoning ordinance amendments shall 

occur pursuant to subsections 109-45(d)(1) through (3) before such an application may be reviewed by 

the planning commission. 

Sec. 109-42 – Appeals to City Council  

a) Notice of appeal. Any decision by the planning commission regarding a rezoning or conditional use permit may be 

appealed to the city council. In order to make an appeal, the aggrieved party shall file a notice of appeal with the 

city clerk within 30 days of the planning commission's final action. The notice of appeal shall be filed on forms and in 

a format prescribed by the planning commission. As a minimum, however, the applicant shall provide the following 

information: 

a. Summary of any reasons provided by the planning commission concerning the decision made in the case; 

b.  Reasons the applicant of the appeal contends that the planning commission erred in its decision; 

c. Reasons the applicant of the appeal believes that the public health, safety, welfare, and morals would be 

better served if the planning commission's action were reversed; and 

d. Any new and pertinent information bearing on the case which may not have been available or have been 

overlooked by the planning commission or which may have come to light following the meeting at which 

the planning commission made its decision. 

b) City council action. Appeals to the city council shall be de novo (brand new); however, they shall first be 

considered on the record of the public hearing and planning commission meeting at which the original case was 

heard and the original decision made. Based on this review, the city council may affirm the planning commission's 

decision, reverse it, or send the case back to the planning commission for further study and re-certification. If new 

information is placed before the council that, in the opinion of the council, would affect the planning commission's 

decision, the council may refer the case back to the planning commission for further study, including the new 

information, and recertification.

BACKGROUND 

The City submitted an application in November 2023 to the Arkansas State Aid City 
Street Program seeking financial assistance for roadway improvements to Bethnal 
Road from State Highway 340 to Grosvenor Road. The project was reviewed by the 
State Aid Division, and the City received a formal approval letter in December 2024. 
 
All State Aid funds for 2025 had already been allocated at the time of our approval. 
The State Aid Division advised that the earliest anticipated bid letting for this project 
would occur in January 2026. We have now reached that stage in the project 
timeline. 
 
The Bethnal Road improvement project is 90% funded through State Aid City Street 
Program funds, up to a maximum of $300,000. The remaining 10% and any amount 
over the maximum cap, will be covered by the City through our annual street 
resurfacing budget. 
 
In order for the State Aid Division to proceed with bid letting and project coordination, 
the City is required to have a formal resolution on file expressing our willingness to 
enter into all necessary agreements and contracts to expedite the construction of this 
City project. 

  
RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends approval of the attached resolution authorizing participation in the 
Arkansas State Aid City Street Program and permitting execution of all related 
agreements for the Bethnal Road improvement project.

The Bella Vista Street Department requests approval for the purchase of one (1) new
